FREDERICK SITE PLAN FOR ACCESSORY STRUCTURE

Richard and Jacqueline Frederick, 394 Mendon Ionia Road, Honeoye Falls, for site plan approval to construct a 40 foot by 60-foot pole barn in front of the primary residence at said location.  Zoned RA-1.  Tax account no. 223.01-1-2.
Mr. Rosiek asked about the use and utilities for the structure.  Mr. Frederick stated the existing farm building is too small and they would like to upgrade.  There is water run to the current barn, they would continue to have that and see no need for electric at this time. 
There was discussion about the placement of the barn.  Mr. Frederick stated behind the home is too wet and will encroach onto the wetlands; placement to the side of the house would be too close to the neighboring property line. He also explained the utilities are already in place and would provide minimal disturbance. 

The height of the building to the peak will be 22 ½ feet to the peak.

The Board reviewed the application and SEQR forms.  This is a TYPE II action and will require no further consideration in regards to SEQR.

SCHOFF SITE PLAN

Jonathan Jones, BME Associates appeared for Susan Schoff, 50 Buggywhip Trail, Honeoye Falls, for site plan approval to construct a single-family dwelling on a 20-acre parcel located on Parrish Road, approximately 1,500 feet east of Lanning Road.  The new single-family dwelling will be accessed via a driveway easement from 50 Buggywhip Trail.  Zoned RA-1.  Tax account no. 230.02-1-24.

Mr. Jones reviewed the plans and addressed all concerns from the previous meeting. 

There was discussion about the dry hydrant, it was determined unfeasible for this project. 

The driveway standards were discussed.  Mr. Voorhees asked when the construction will start, he says the driveway will be firm all winter, the spring mud will allow them to notice any soft spots that need to be maintained.
Mr. Rosiek had an email, from the Planning Board attorney.  He is requesting the easement language be emailed to him for review. 

There were three conditions made, as follows:

1. Subject to approval of a document providing legal means of access for ingress/egress, such as an access easement, by the Town Attorney, prior to issuance of Certificate of Occupancy.

2. Subject to approval of an easement or other document dealing with rights to the well, by the Town Attorney, prior to issuance of Certificate of Occupancy. 

3. Requiring the filing/re-filing of an access easement after transfer of ownership of either parcel, should such transfer result in extinguishment of the above-mentioned access rights. 
This is a TYPE II action and will require no further consideration in regards to SEQR.
