Mr. Mattaro called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m.

LEVINE DETERMINATION

Mr. Mattaro moved, seconded by Mr. Thorp, that the area variance requested by Stephen Levine, owner of the property in an RA-5 zone, 281 Boughton Hill Road, Honeoye Falls, NY, bearing tax account #222.04-01-09-1 to permit the construction of an accessory structure that exceeds the 800 square foot permitted by the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Mendon, be granted, based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law and subject to the following Conditions.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The total acres of the property allows Mr. Levine to have 17 horses.

2. The proposed building size as shown on the plan submitted allows for 17 stalls, storage and a riding arena.  

3. The riding arena is below the recommended size of the American Quarter Horse Association.

4. Mr. Levine stated that the arena will be used for lessons and riding.

5. Mr. Robert Boeckman, 55 Buggy Whip Trail, and Mr. Earl DeRue, 559 Cheese Factory Road, asked questions about the pastures.

6. Mary Daulton, 50 Buggy Whip Trail, questioned the acreage for the number of horses.

7. There were no objections to the proposed arena from the audience.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. Granting the variance would not alter the character of the neighborhood.

2. Alternative methods are not possible.

3. There will be no adverse physical or environmental effects as a result of granting the variance.

4. The difficulty is self-created.

5. The degree of variance is substantial.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR.

CONDITIONS

1. The arena shall be constructed in accordance with the plans submitted at the Zoning Board of Appeals hearing.


2. Use of the property as a riding academy shall be subject to the approval of the Planning Board as a Specially Permitted Use.
