Mr. Wright called the meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.

DISCUSSION

Chuck Bannister, of Mark’s Pizzeria, came before the Board for clarification of a condition regarding signage for his business located on Assembly Drive.

Mr. Bannister stated that he would like to hang a sign outside on the front of the building.  Mr. Bannister stated that he recently installed a couple of windows and moved the door at his business located on Assembly Dr.  Mr. Bannister stated that he would like to hang the sign on the 8ft. wall between the door and window.  Mr. Bannister stated that he spoke with Tom Voorhees, Code Enforcement Officer, and was told that he is allowed 1sq ft. of sign for every linear ft.  Mr. Bannister stated that he would be allowed a 4’ x 5’ sign on the 8 ft. wall.  Mr. Jones stated to Mr. Bannister that that type of sign would require a sign permit but it is allowed in the sign ordinance. 

Mr. Jones stated that there was a variance approved in 1986 for this building.  Mr. Jones stated that the conditions in that variance stated that the businesses are allowed a “discreet placcard” on the front of the building.

Ms. Sciortino asked Mr. Bannister if the sign he is proposing has lighting within the sign.  Mr. Bannister stated yes.  Ms. Sciortino asked if this sign is the same sign that was recently up for one day.  Mr. Bannister stated yes.  Ms. Sciortino stated that no one else in the Hamlet has an illuminated sign.  The Board discussed illuminated signs, Chapter 200-54 and the current signage at the Assembly Dr. location.

Mr. Irvine questioned the definition of a placcard and stated that the variance did not specify.

Mr. Irvine asked if the overhang was lit.  Mr. Bannister stated no. Mr. Irvine asked if the entrance to the building is lit.  Mr. Bannister stated no.

Mr. Peckham stated that the April 28, 2004 Special Use Permit, for Mark’s Pizzeria, addressed signage on the building.  Mr. Wright read the condition from the Special Use Permit that addressed signage.  Mr. Peckham stated that the Special Use Permit stated that there should be no additional lighting.  Mr. Wright stated that Mr. Bannister may need to go back to the Planning Board.  Ms. Sciortino stated that the ZBA needs clarification from the Planning Board regarding the condition for signage.

Mr. Jones asked Mr. Bannister if he has a rendering of the sign.  Mr. Bannister stated no.

Mr. Wright stated that the code addresses the size of sign that is allowed.  Mr. Wright stated that it is unclear whether illuminated signs are permitted.  Mr. Wright stated it is also unclear what was meant by the terms “discreet placcard” which were used in the 1986 variance.

Mr. Peckham stated that it is difficult to give advice when he hasn’t seen a rendering of the sign.  Ms. Sciortino asked Mr. Bannister to describe the sign.  Mr. Bannister stated that the sign is red, blue and yellow on a white background.  Mr. Bannister showed a copy of the logo that is on the sign.  Mr. Bannister stated that the sign is at the business and the Board is welcome to stop by and see it.

Mr. Bannister asked the Board if he could hang the sign if it were not lit. A discussion followed.  Mr. Jones stated that he would speak with Tom Voorhees regarding signage at this location.
