Minutes were taken by Lea Walsh.

Mr. Wright called the meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.

HUGHES AREA VARIANCE PUBLIC HEARING (CONTINUED)

David Hughes, 1020 Mile Square Road, Mendon, NY, appeared before the Board for an area variance at said property, consisting of 9.48 acres, bearing Tax Account No. 205.04-1-12.2, located in an RA-5 zone, to allow a setback of approximately 10 feet at one corner of a proposed accessory structure (this is amending his original request of 1 foot), whereas Town Code requires a 20 foot setback.

Mr. Wright brought out the original drawings of the proposed accessory structure.  Mr. Wright asked what changes would occur in the amended request.  Mr. Hughes stated that the front of the building would be moved and rotated so that it will be 10 feet from the Lewis property line. 

A discussion followed concerning the tree line and where it ran.

Mr. Wright had photographs of buildings that Mr. Hughes had provided the Board that showed approximately what the proposed 20x40’ brick structure would look like.

Mr. Hughes stated that he will have to take out a small piece of his driveway in order to rotate the proposed structure.

Mr. Wright asked how high the proposed structure would be.  Mr. Hughes responded that it would be 16-17’ high.

Mr. Hughes stated that the building would have electricity.

Mr. Wright stated that Mr. Hughes had submitted a letter to the Board and so had the Lewises.  Mr. Wright noted that the two parties had not resolved their differences.  Mr. Wright gave Mr. Hughes the Lewis letter to read.

Mr. Irvine asked if Mr. Hughes could slide the building back to comply with the code.  Mr. Hughes responded that if he did that he would lose some trees that he didn’t want to lose.  A discussion followed on the benefits of moving the building and on whether or not 10’ was enough room for construction of the proposed building.

Mr. Wright asked if anyone in the audience would like to comment.  There were no comments from the public.

Mr. Irvine moved, seconded by Ms. Sciortino, to close the Public Hearing.

COATES AREA VARIANCE PUBLIC HEARING

Mike O’Neill of O’Neill-Rodak appeared before the Board for Bruce Coates, 112 Pond Road, Honeoye Falls, NY, for an area variance at Lot 1 of the subdivision at 1152 Cheese Factory Road, said lot consisting of 1.414 acres, and said subdivision bearing Tax Account No. 224.01-1-8.1, located in an RA-1 zone, to allow said 1.414 acre Lot 1 to retain accessory structures, totaling 1,947.4 square feet, which exceeds the 1% lot coverage allowed by Town Code.

Mr. Wright stated that the affidavit of posting of the sign was in the file and waived the reading of the public notice.

Mr. Wright asked the Board members if they had all seen the property.  The members responded that they had.

Mr. O’Neill stated that the proposed subdivision will contain three tax numbers. Mr. O’Neill stated that two of the parcels have houses on them and that the subdivision will create a third lot that will be about three acres. 

Mr. Wright asked who owned the first lot.  Mr. O’Neill stated that the Bendschneiders owned it.  Mr. O’Neill stated that all of the property is in the Sheeler estate until the transfer takes place. 

Mr. Wright stated that the issue before the Board was that the number of buildings that were now on Lot 1 exceeds the 1% lot coverage allowed by Town Code.  Mr. Wright stated that since the buildings are pre-existing, the Board was not creating a non-conforming lot.

Mr. O’Neill stated that the Bendschneiders have a framed barn on their lot and they want to save it.  Mr. Peckham asked how long the building had been there and Mr. O’Neill responded that it had been there for about 100 years.

Mr. Thorp asked what the acreage was for the newly created Lot 1.  Mr. O’Neill responded that it would be 1.4 acres.

Mr. O’Neill stated that the garage is under the house on Lot 2.

Mr. Peckham asked if the proposed subdivision had been before the Planning Board in May of 2008.  Mr. O’Neill responded that it had and that was when they had received conditional approval.

Mr. Edward Walsh, chair of the Planning Board, stated that the subdivision seemed logical.  Mr. Walsh stated that the only question was whether some of the buildings would be coming down.  Mr. Walsh also stated that Lot 3 is not a buildable lot because it is a steep slope EPOD.

Earl Bendschneider stated that he might want to improve the barn rather than to take it down.  Mr. Wright stated that if he were to change the barn he should not plan to enlarge it.

Mr. Irvine moved, seconded by Ms. Sciortino, to close the Public Hearing.

PARTRIDGE AREA VARIANCE PUBLIC HEARING

Russell and Deborah Partridge, 21 Gravel Hill Lane, Honeoye Falls, NY, appeared before the Board for an area variance at said property, consisting of 1.47 acres, bearing Tax Account No. 221.01-3-53, located in an RA-1 zone, to allow a front setback of approximately 46 feet for an addition, whereas Town Code requires a 60 foot setback.

Mr. Wright stated that the affidavit of posting of the sign was in the file and waived the reading of the public notice.

Mr. Wright asked the Board members if they had all seen the property.  The members responded that they had.

Mr. Partridge stated that he wanted to add a third car garage to his house.  Mr. Partridge stated that he would like to pull the proposed addition forward so that it lines up with the front of his house.  Mr. Partridge showed the Board a picture of how the proposed addition would look.  Mr. Partridge stated that he would add dormers to break up the big wall of vinyl siding that now exists in order to make the house more aesthetically pleasing.

Ms. Sciortino asked if there would be a room over the third garage.  Mr. Partridge responded that there would not be a room.  Mr. Partridge stated that they will have a folding staircase and will be able to use the space above the garage for storage.

Mr. Partridge stated that he had taken the drawing of the proposed addition to his neighbors and showed it to them and they were all in support of his plan.  Mr. Partridge provided the Board with letters of support from his neighbors.

Mr. Wright asked if there were any questions from the public.  There were none.

MOTION

Mr. Peckham moved, seconded by Mr. Wright, to close the Public Hearing.

ADOPTED
Mr. Thorp-aye, Mr. Irvine-aye, Mr. Peckham-aye, Mr. Wright-aye, Ms. Sciortino-aye.
