CONKLIN SITE PLAN (STONY RIDGE)
Gregory Conklin, 15 Tobey Woods, Pittsford, for a site plan approval for property located on Stony Ridge Drive, Honeoye Falls, Containing 6.51 acres. Tax account no. 204.040-1-046.1. 
Zoned RA-5 
Mr. Conklin, Ms. Leiske, and Fred Shelley approached the Board and explained their plans. 
The home and septic site are both located upland and outside of the existing EPOD’s. 

Mr. Shelley brought to the Boards attention there is a Federal Jurisdiction Wetland Present. BME has performed a Field Site Litigation. The driveway is proposed to thread the needle between two portions of the present wetlands, thus there shall be no disturbance where the Wetlands exist. 
No necessary approval is required for installation of the proposed, Natural Bottom Culvert.
Environmental Protection Overlay Districts Present: 


EPOD #3; Watercourse Protection Overlay District 


EPOD #7; Woodlot and Timber Harvesting Protection 


EPOD #9; Soils Susceptible to Ponding Overlay District 

All EPOD’s are shown on the proposed plans. Applicant is requesting permit approval from the Planning Board through the Site Plan Approval Process for the development and installation of the driveway being proposed within those districts. 
No Timber shall be disrupted within the woodlot existing in EPOD #7. 

The Applicants have reduced as much disturbance as possible within EPOD #3 & #9. 
The construction disturbs over one acre of land, thus shall require DEC Stormwater Permit Coverage. However, the site doesn’t qualify for any post construction measures to be involved. The Basic Erosion and Settlement Control Plan is the only requirement by the DEC. 

MRB wants to clarify the Classification of the existing stream. Mr. Shelly states it is a Class C Stream. 

Per Fire Code, driveways longer than 500’ shall have a bump out for Emergency vehicle turn around. Given the proposed driveway is 300’, no bump out is required. However, a safe turn around had been proposed within the plans. 
Discussion ensues pertaining the disruption of hardwoods. Ms. Winship request to see the area of disturbance to be shown on Final Plans. Mr. Conklin states, the reason they purchased this specific lot, was because of the shield the hardwoods provided between the road and the proposed home. Their plan is to leave as many trees as possible for screening, aside from those that shall be disturbed for the construction and installation of the driveway. 
Ms. Smith informs the applicants, no Public Hearing was advertised for the EPOD Permit, thus the Board cannot approve the application without said hearing. 
Applicants shall wait to construct site work, until receival of the delineation. Any approval shall be based on that delineation. 
No SEQR required – Type II Action.
